1. Continuation of the Co-operation with the SEDRIS Organization

Whereas:

a)
co-operation during the last year between ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24 and the SEDRIS Organization has been productive and to the mutual benefit of both organizations, and 
b)
there are additional SEDRIS-related standards projects in process that emanate from the SEDRIS Organization and National Bodies, and therefore additional future work is anticipated;

2. Progression of Work of the SC 24/TC 211 Joint Task Force

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 informs SC 24 that the co-operation between SC 24 and TC211 made possible by the Joint Task Force (JTF) has been beneficial and needs to continue, but notes with concern that no meeting of the JTF has taken place since the 2006 SC 24 plenary in Prague. ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 recommends that ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24 request of the co-convenors that a meeting be scheduled at the earliest convenience.

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 further recommends that Mr. Michael Leite continue as the co-convenor for SC 24 on the JTF.

3. SC 24 Registration Authority 

Whereas:

the International Register of Items Registration Authority has been used to establish a successful EDCS Registry, is being used for the recently established SRM Registry, and is planned to be used for the SEDRIS Registry;
ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 recommends that SC 24 uses its best endeavours to find a replacement for the current Registration Authority (NGA) whose 10-year commitment concludes in April 2008.
4. Progression of ISO/IEC 18026:2006/Amd.1 to FPDAM
ISO/IEC JTC1/SC24/WG8 requests that SC24 delegate authority to the editors to prepare the FPDAM text for ISO/IEC 18026:2006/Amd.1 and forward the text when ready.

5. Progression of ISO/IEC 18026:2006/Amd.1 to FDAM

ISO/IEC JTC1/SC24/WG8 requests that SC24 delegate authority to the editors to prepare the FDAM text for ISO/IEC 18026:2006/Amd.1 and forward the text when ready.

6. Progression of Work on Registries
ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 re-appoints Dr. Paul Berner to be the Rapporteur for the SRM registry.

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 re-appoints Mr. Youngsoo Kwon as the Rapporteur for the SEDRIS registry.
ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 re-appoints Mr. Farid Mamaghani to be the Rapporteur for the EDCS registry.

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 requests SC 24 to issue a call for experts for the SEDRIS and SRM registration rapporteur groups.

7. Procedures for processing SRM and SEDRIS Registered Item proposals

Whereas:

with the recent fielding of the SRM registry and in anticipation of that for the SEDRIS IS;

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 recommends that the processes and procedures defined for the operation of the EDCS Registry be adapted for the processing of SRM and SEDRIS Registered Item proposals. 

8. Progression of ISO/IEC TR 24788:200x (Templates for the SEDRIS DRM)
Whereas:

it is anticipated that a future working draft of ISO/IEC 24788 will achieve substantial agreement before the next SC 24 plenary meeting;

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 requests delegation of authority to the editors to determine when such concurrence exists and to forward the working draft to the SC 24 Secretariat for PDTR registration and PDTR ballot.

9. Future Improvements to ISO/IEC 18026 Spatial Reference Model

Whereas:

The SEDRIS Organization and the ISO/IEC 18026 (SRM) editors have identified two areas of improvement to be investigated, that of 1) similarity transformations and 2) orientation and rotation:

ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 advises ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24 that a New Work Item may be raised in the future to address either or both of these technical improvements.
10. Processing of ISO/IEC 18025 Environmental Data Coding Specification (EDCS) deficiencies

Whereas:

Several enhancements to the EDCS have been identified;
ISO/IEC JTC 1/SC 24/WG 8 advises SC 24 that it intends to raise a New Work Item, along with PDAM text, to incorporate these into the ISO/IEC 18025 EDCS.
