Schiphol Airport 

This airport is 18 kilometres from the hotel. It is not necessary to rent a car. From the airport take bus 192 Schipolline to Ookmeerweg bus station. Walk to the next street where the hotel is located (5 minute walk).

Directions to hotel by car   


From Schiphol airport/the Hague/Rotterdam 
Follow the A4 in the direction of Amsterdam. The A4 will go over into the A10 ring oost *east* where  you will have to go in the west direction *west ring* and exit s106 Osdorp. At the traffic lights go left in the direction of Osdorp. At the end of the road at the traffic lights at the t-crossing go right. Follow this road until you reach a church *on your right hand side*. Go right into the Reimerswaalstraat and after 100 metres you will find the hotel on the right hand side. 
 
From Utrecht/Maastricht A2 motorway 
Follow exit ring Amsterdam south Den Haag A10 zuid then follow ring Amsterdam west direction of Zaanstad ring A10 west. Take exit s106 Osdorp. At the traffic lights go left in the direction of Osdorp. At the end of the road at the t-crossing go right. Follow this road until you reach a church *on your right hand side*. Then go right into the Reimerswaalstraat and after 100 metres you will find the hotel on the right hand side. 
 
From Amerspoort A1 motorway 
Follow exit ring Amsterdam south Den Haag A10 zuid then follow ring Amsterdam west direction of Zaanstad ring A10 west. Take the exit s106 Osdorp. At the traffic lights go left in the direction of Osdorp. At the end of the road at the traffic lights at the t-crossing go right. Follow this road until you reach a church *on your right hand side*.
