Reservation Method

Driving Directions

From Albuquerque, NM:

1. Take I-25 north to exit 284 (Old Pecos Trail). 

2. Turn left onto Old Pecos Trail staying in the far right hand lane this becomes Old Santa Fe Trail. 

3. Go past the Zia stoplight. 

4. After you pass the Capitol building and the Hotel Loretto, the street jogs to the left and you are at La Fonda. 

5. At the first stop sign, turn right onto San Francisco Street. 

6. At the end of the block is St. Francis Cathedral. La Fonda’s parking garage (Carriage House) is directly across from the church. As guests check in at the La Fonda, they will receive a sticker for their vehicle indicating that they are guests of the hotel.

From the Santa Fe, NM Airport:

1. Turn left onto Airport Road. This turns into Rodeo Road and will eventually intersect with Old Santa Fe Trail. 

2. Make a right onto Old Santa Fe Trail.

3. Turn right at Hotel Loretto. 

4. At the first stop sign, turn right onto San Francisco Street. 

5. At the end of the block is St. Francis Cathedral. La Fonda’s parking garage (Carriage House) is directly across from the church.

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Airports
Santa Fe is located in north central New Mexico, an hour's drive north of Albuquerque. Albuquerque International Airport is serviced by all major U.S. airlines 

Santa Fe Municipal Airport is located 11.5 miles from downtown Santa Fe. At present it is serviced by one commuter airline, as well as being open to private aircraft. It serves commercial flights from Denver via United Express (flying Beechcraft 100 TurboProp planes).  The Roadrunner Shuttle meets all arriving flights and offers transport to local hotels for a rate of $11 per person or $8 per person for groups. Roadrunner will schedule pickup and return trips to the airport with reservations (424-3367).

Transportation

It is not necessary to have a rental car in Santa Fe as there are many restaurants and shops within walking distance of the hotel as well as excellent local bus service.  Because of this and the $9.00 a day that the hotel  charges for parking (there is no free on-street parking in downtown Santa Fe) we do not recommend that you rent a car but rather that you use one of the shuttle bus services from the Albuquerque or Santa Fe airports.
Several shuttle services provide transportation 7 to 10 times daily between the Albuquerque International Airport and downtown Santa Fe hotels.  The following web sites provides a current list of shuttle services operating between Santa Fe and the Albuquerque airport:
