Train

To get to Cochem use Frankfort International Airport and travel by train via Koblenz to Cochem. Frankfurt Airport has its own train station in the complex. It is quite convenient even with carrying baggage. Connections are hourly with ICE Intercity Express fast train. Change trains in Koblenz and proceed to Cochem. Mr. Heinichen offers to meet delegates at the Cochem train station if you alert him to your arrival time. Otherwise, you may get to the hotel from the train station by taxi or hotel shuttle service.
